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Temple Beth Sholom is dedicated to being a vibrant, diverse, and inclusive
center for Jewish life in Salem, Oregon, and its surrounding areas, by creating
and cultivating opportunities for Jewish learning, culture, and celebration.

As an affiliate of the Jewish Reconstructionist Federation, Temple Beth Sholom facilitates the
search for meaning in Jewish heritage through the discovery and observance of Jewish values
and practices within a contemporary setting.
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The earth is God’s and all that fills it – Psalm 24:1
Fifteen years have passed since global warming first

appeared in the general consciousness of most Americans.
And in that time scientists have done their job, which is to
educate us about the world in which we live.  In this case,
the overwhelming scientific consensus is that global warm-
ing is real, dangerous and immediate. The International
Panel on Climate Change, a body of the world’s foremost
climatologists convened by the UN, recently concluded
that we will raise the planet’s average temperature four or
five degrees in the next century.  To put this in context, the
last ice age ended when the world warmed up by only
eight degrees.

What’s more, those fifteen years have seen the world
begin to change in the most fundamental of ways.  The
last decade has had seven of the ten warmest years on
record. And when you change the climate, you change
everything else. Warm air holds more water vapor than
cold air: hence you have more evaporation and more pre-

cipitation. That is to say, more drought and more flooding, which
is just what we have seen this decade: hurricanes are becoming
more powerful and more common; the ranges of plants and ani-
mals are shifting north, often into oblivion; disease-bearing insects
are spreading to new places; agriculture is becoming ever riskier.
Last year in Atlanta, Georgia the Governor even held a prayer
service due to the severe drought facing his state.  And all this with
about one degree of global average temperature rise — a fourth
or a fifth of what we can expect in the lifetimes of those children
who are born this year.

Or, to use a different set of commonplaces more under-
standable to our Jewish roots: In the beginning God created the heavens
and the earth.  And there was a lush and green earth, and it swarmed with so
many creatures that no one could start to count them.  And God made the land
and the plants and the animals.  The earth was filled with the drama and
delight of the whale and the coyote and the swarming bee and of the monarch
butterfly. And God created people to live on the earth and to till the soil and tend
the gardens.  And God looked at all that had been created and said, “it is
good.”

Then people said: we will burn coal, vast quantities of it. And as the
temperature rose, the waters began to bleach the coral reefs, wiping them out by
the score and the hundred and the thousand.

And then people said: we will burn oil, vast quantities of it. And the
temperature rose, and with it both the level of the sea and the chance of deluge.

And then the people said: we will drive cars everywhere we go — the bigger the
better. And as more energy was trapped near the earth’s surface, the great
forests of the planet began to dwindle, stressed by the heat that left them rooted
in what had become the wrong place. And the permafrost of the tundra began
to melt, and the great g1aciers of ice and rock.

We are engaged in the swift and systematic depredation of the
planet we were born onto. And does God look at our actions and
pronounce them good? I doubt it.  And we do not have until
“eventually” to deal with climate change.  The solutions are not
impossible to find. In fact, everyone knows what they are.  We
need to stop building fossil fuel plants at the current rate and en-
courage funding and development of renewable energies.  We
must begin to drive more sensible and fuel efficient vehicles and
invest in new zero emissions technologies.  Honda announced that
they will launch the first mass-produced Hydrogen Fuel Cell car in
2010.  There is so much we as a society can do.

And although all of those things sound insurmountable, I re-
mind you of the famous words of Rabbi Tarfon from Pirke
Avot.  He writes, “It is not up to us to finish the work, but neither
are we free to abdicate from it altogether.”  So I ask that you join
me in doing one small thing – a spiritual practice – this year for
Hanukah to help the environment:

COEJL, the Coalition On Environmental and Jewish Life, launched
a program two years ago to purchase and replace standard light
bulbs with more efficient compact fluorescent light bulbs as a
modern day commemoration of Hanukah, the festival of lights.
They are continuing this program during the upcoming Hanukah
season and I encourage you to join them in their efforts.  These
light bulbs use up to 75% less energy than incandescent bulbs while
lasting approximately 8 times longer.  That will not only reduce the
amount of greenhouse gas that is pumped into the air and put less

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Let me share with you some answers to questions I have been
asked since Ellen Eisenberg made a Fundraising appeal at High
Holy Day services.

As most of you know, our congregation had grown to the
extent that our shul on Broadway was no longer a comfortable fit.
As a result we started a capital campaign to remodel Broadway. We
fell short of the amount we needed to remodel as we wanted and
started to scale back our plans when we became aware that the Our
Savior’s Lutheran Church on Cunningham was available for sale.
The size of the building was bigger than our remodel project; but
between Capital Campaign pledges and the sale of Broadway, we
determined we could afford to purchase this property.

As an interim measure until Broadway sold, TBS secured a
“bridge” loan. Unfortunately, two years later, Broadway remains on
the market.

TBS has two accounts. One is the operating account which
covers expenditures like salaries, utilities, insurance, etc. All of these
services and items are paid for from dues, Circle of Giving income,
other donations and fundraising events. This account is always very
tight so we remain alert to ways to save or make money. The other
account, the capital campaign account causes concern. We made a
sizable down payment on Cunningham, a substantial payment to
reduce interest, and monthly bridge loan payments of $3,500 per
month come from this account. We also have paid for the roof
repair and other major building maintenance needs out of this ac-
count. At the present rate of income and expenditures, the capital
campaign fund will be depleted in the fall of 2009.

What is the Board doing about it? We are attempting to have
the Broadway location rezoned. We have been told that will make a
tremendous difference in the salability of the building. We also are
aggressively following up on any possibilities for renting or leasing
Broadway as an interim measure until the building is sold. And, as
Ellen suggested, we are asking members to continue their Capital
Campaign pledges for an additional two years to get us over this
hurdle. This is not an insurmountable challenge, but one that asks
for our attention and intention. At this time of economic difficulty,
we maintain our enthusiasm over the possibilities and ask that each
of you join in the effort to meet our financial needs.

I want to thank each of you who already has made a commit-
ment to extend your pledge and to encourage those of you who
have not done so to be in touch with Ellen. If you did not make a
capital campaign pledge in the past or are a new member since the
campaign in 2002-04, please consider how you can help us in this effort.

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(From the Rabbi...continued from previous page)
strain on an already stretched electricity grid, but will also save the
average user over $55 during the life of the light bulb.  It essen-
tially pays for itself after two months of average use!  If every
household in America replaced just one light bulb in their home, it
would be like taking 1.3 million cars off the road!  Consider
purchasing 8 light bulbs and replacing one each night of Hanukah
as we celebrate a new festival of efficient energy.

Temple Beth Sholom needs to continue to do its part.  We
need to be not using Styrofoam cups and paper plates.  We as a
community need to do some dishes and be responsible for green-
ing our synagogue.  Small things: replacing light switches with
motion sensors, switching to compostable plates and cups or
using the dishes we own, turning off lights when we leave class-
rooms downstairs after a meeting, turning down the heat a little
and wearing that beautiful sweater than Mom gave you last year –
all of these things make a difference! If you have another sugges-
tion for a way that we can green our synagogue space, please let
us know.  We are all ears!

Our story begins with the account of Creation. Since we
happen to be alive in the two or three-decade period of degrada-
tion, we have to do all that we can, whatever the cost, to defend
God’s holy work.  We are partners with God in creation and right
now we simply are not living up to our part of the bargain!
Creation is not an artifact of history.  It is all around us, and it is
being destroyed. Saving it is our obligation.

Please consider purchasing an energy efficient light bulb this
year.  If  you are able, replace all the lights in your house or go even
further and take on one of the other suggestions I have offered.
And help TBS be a greener community as well.  As we move into
the season of light and recall the story of how the Maccabees
overcame such tremendous challenges, we should take this im-
portant lesson with us.  Together even a small action can make a
huge impact.

The twisted bread that Jews traditionally eat on Shabbat
and other holidays has become one of the hallmarks of
contemporary Jewish life.  So often we leave the detailed
work on making hallah to others as we rush through our
ever-busy lives.  What would it be like to take a small step
back and try to do this act of hallah (of separating dough)
on our own?

If you have ever thought about what it would be like
to make hallah, then this is the class for you!  Join Rabbi
James as we discuss the history of hallah, and the act of
separating a small amount of dough from the batch as a
symbolic offering.  During this one-session course, partici-
pants will learn Rabbi James’ favorite recipe for hallah and
will actually make their own hallah to take home.  Addi-
tionally, participants will earn “short cut” methods and
recipes for bread makers and other simple methods for
bringing this traditional Shabbat practice into their own
home.

We’ve had an art class
taught in September by Wendy Steinberg, inspired by
the theme of creation and renewal; Rabbi James’ intro-

To end the year, we’ll have a Christ-
mas Day no-host dinner at Marco Polo restaurant at 6
p.m. after TBS members, if  they so choose, have viewed
a film at a downtown theater. It will be a day of fellow-
ship and fun on the holiday.

As we look ahead to the winter months, the Adult
Education committee is putting together a very special
program to celebrate the Dolls for Democracy project,
which was very active at Temple Beth Sholom in the
1970’s under B’nai B’rith Women and which some long-

time members may remember. We’ll have an exhibition
of the dolls (which have just been recently discovered in
our synagogue memorabilia) and a reception to appreci-
ate their historical significance and the good work done
by synagogue members involved with the “Dolls” many
years ago. We are planning this program for late January.

We’ll be offering films at TBS in February and April
around the holidays of Tu B’shvat and Passover, special
Torah learning study with Rabbi James in May at Shavuot,
and a return of the popular PARDES study, the multi-
leveled approach to Torah learning in the month of
March.
