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As we come together with family and friends this month
to celebrate the minor Jewish holiday of Hanukah, I find
myself drawn to the various ways in which we experience
the holiday.  Each family or circle of friends has their own
path to observe this unique time in the Jewish year –
meant to help bring light to the darkest point of our calen-
dar.  It should be no surprise, then, that the festival of
Hanukah has been reinvented (or, more accurately, recon-
structed) numerous times in Jewish history as well. The
version of Hanukah we celebrate today is a transparent
time-capsule, revealing at least four distinct layers of his-
tory in forms that are known and loved by nearly every
Jewish child:

1. The Maccabeaen patriotic retelling of their military
  victory against the Seleucids under Antiochus IV.

2. The Rabbinic glorification of God’s might in extend-
  ing a tiny cruse of oil to eight times its potential.

3. The Medieval resolve to bring joy and warmth to
  the home in the darkest nights of winter through

       special foods and games.
4. The Contemporary attempt to maintain Jewish iden-

  tity within a Christian society by assuming the trap-
   pings of a “Jewish Christmas”.
It is telling that various Jews will struggle with one or

more parts of the traditions associated with the Festival of
Light.  Some of us may understandably have problems
with the political-military dimension of Hanukah and we
may not be inclined to glorify military conquest or glorify
a particular political faction. The Maccabees, who claimed
to be the true representatives of the Jewish people and the
devout opponents of Hellenism, were actually an extreme
religious sect primarily concerned with purging liberal el-
ements from the Jewish fold.  No less problematic is the
contemporary vision of this holiday.  Hanukah is not Christ-
mas and wasting additional electricity on monumental
hanukiyot alongside city and state-sponsored Christmas
displays and boosting end-of-the-year retail sales does
little if anything to cultivate Jewish values or connect us

with our heritage.  In short, it might
be “Jew-ish” but not Jewish.
So I find it helpful and very much

in the spirit of the holiday, to con-
secrate a new interpretation and
meaning for Hanukah each year.
After all, as many of us learned in

Hebrew school the word Hanukah refers to the dedication
or consecration of a new house.  Thus for me this year,
Hanukah is a time to rededicate efforts to maintaining
spiritual integrity.  W e can make the effort to try to live
and foster authentic Jewish values and to challenge the
idolatry of materialism, superficiality, and selfishness. As
one shamash gives us the vehicle to kindle eight addi-
tional candles throughout the holiday, we are reminded of
the necessity to seek out new ways to recycle our limited
environmental resources and to maximize the use we make
of precious sources of energy.

And in our attempt to not make Hanukah a Jewish-
Christmas this year, we should begin a communal cel-
ebration of the holiday.  On Fridays, December 11 th and
18 th at 7:30pm, I invite you to join the community for a
menorah lighting ceremony.  Bring your family’s menorah
or one for each person in your family – whatever your
custom may be – and candles.  Together we can each
bring more light into the world.  On December 18th,
please also join us for a latke contest!  See how your latke
recipe stacks up to the other members in our community.
Prizes and bragging rights are at stake so join in the fun!

Additionally, during the week of Hanukah we will be
facilitating a conversation about how we as a community
work with our youth to teach them to celebrate the unique-
ness of their people’s civilization and to feel a sense of
belonging to the Jewish people and the holidays associ-
ated with it.  I invite you to join parents from the religious
school on December 13th at 11:00am for a conversation
on the “December dilemma.”  This dialogue will include
parents, school officials and other stake holders who are
interested in talking about how we observe the cultures of
all peoples in meaningful ways.

I hope that the lights of Hanukah bring warmth and joy
to your home and family this year, and wish you a season
of health, happiness, and peace.

The nature of Jewish family has changed in contempo-
rary American society. W here we once assumed that a
“Jewish Family” meant that father, mother, and the 2.2
children would all be Jewish (and that the children would be
biologically related to both parents, for that matter), we
now welcome many families where one, or more, mem-
ber is either not Jewish now or was not born Jewish.

Rabbi James,
I read your “Ask The Rabbi” column last

month with great interest.  Occasionally I,
too, hear people talking in a way that makes me a bit
uncomfortable, but until now I could never put my finger
on why.  M y question is this: how do I take the next
step and teach other members of the synagogue about
lashon hara without hurting their feelings?

Sincerely,
Trying to Teach Tokheha

Dear Trying,

This is the great question that Jews have been strug-
gling with for many years.  Rabbi David Teutsch, the
Director of the Center for Jewish Ethics in Philadelphia,
writes a great explanation in his book, “Ethics of Speech”
of how we teach people to speak ethically.  He writes,
“Providing moral guidance is a responsibility of parents,
teachers, supervisors and coaches, among others.  Jew-
ish tradition…teaches that it is a responsibility incumbent
upon each of us whenever we see someone doing
wrong who might stop if we spoke up.  Hokheah
tokhi’ah, proclaims Leviticus 19:17, ‘you shall surely speak
up.’…Doing tokheha, offering reproof, not only has a
potential positive effect on the conduct of the person
reproved…In the long run, it can have an important
impact on the community as a whole by providing a
counter-example to the initial impropriety.”

Rabbi Teutsch goes on to teach us that tokheha
should be done with gentleness, clarity and avoidance
of hostility.  W hen we speak in a way which affirms
and recognizes the goodness of the person while ex-
pressing caring and concern over the particular action,
we help make tokheha successful.  Mo st people want
to do the right thing and act in ways which are ap-
proved by their community.

So, I want to empower you to help maintain the
norms of our community and encourage your friends
and fellow congregants to model good ethics of speech.
If you hear someone who is not doing that, I want to
empower you to do three things: 1) comment on be-
havior, not on the person, 2) do not presume to know
what another person is thinking, 3) act promptly after
the offending event.  Together, we can remind them,
gently, that lashon hara is not a value of our community.
