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Temple Beth Sholom is dedicated to being a vibrant, diverse, and inclusive center for
Jewish life in Salem, Oregon, and its surrounding areas, by creating and cultivating
opportunities for Jewish learning, culture, and celebration.

As an affiliate of the Jewish Reconstructionist Federation, Temple Beth Sholom facilitates
the search for meaning in Jewish heritage through the discovery and observance of Jewish values and
practices within a contemporary setting.
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In a passage of the Babylonian Talmud (mesehet
Shabbat), which Jews traditionally read as part of the
morning prayer service, we learn: “These are the deeds
which yield immediate fruit and continue to yield fruit in
time to come: honoring parents; doing deeds of
lovingkindness; attending the house of study punctually,
morning and evening; providing hospitality; visiting the
sick; attending the dead... And the study of Torah is the
most basic of them all.”

The literal translation of this passage talks not of
“yielding” fruit, but of actually “eating” the fruit of these
deeds in this world and the interest that they bear as the
fruit of the world to come.

“When Rabbi Yitzchak Isaac, the second rebbe of
Spinka, sat at his Tu Beshvat feast, he brought to his
table as a special adornment for the blessing of
sheheheyanu, the seven kinds of fruits and grains for
which the Land of Israel is praised, together with fruit
preserves made from an etrog that had been used for
the mitzvah of the four species on Sukkot. W hen the
young Hasidim began to press toward the table to re-
ceive fruit from the rebbe for the blessing, he joked: ‘There
are fruits enough for everyone; there’s no need to push!
Which fruits? It says in the Mishnah: ‘These are the deeds
whose fruits [i.e.rewards] a person eats in this world [as
“interest”], while the “principal” remains prepared for him
in the world-to-come…”

Because the Torah rightly compares humans to trees,
we can see what kind of fruits we bear and how we
are able to bring forth goodness, righteousness and jus-
tice to benefit this world through those fruits.  To put it
another way, when we eat a big meal we often feel full
for a few hours.  But eventually that fullness, which was
at one time all consuming, falls away and we are again
hungry.  W hen we perform acts of justice and righteous-
ness, we often feel a sense of fullness which remains
with us long after that action is done.  In fact, the Ramhal,
one of the great teachers of Jewish ethics in the 19 th

century, wrote that the fullness of performing an act of
righteousness stays with you forever and is your suste-
nance in the olam haba, the world to come.

When we celebrate the New Year of the Tree, Rosh
Hashanah La’ilan, better known, perhaps, as Tu Beshvat,
we tend to focus on the leafy trees around us, on the

forces of nature which cause them to grow and on the
delicious fruits and nuts which they bear and which we
can enjoy.  W e look forward to Spring when the earth
springs back to life and we are surrounded by green and
life reborn.

However, Tu Beshvat is much more than a celebra-
tion of those trees. W e celebrate the Torah, which is the
Tree of Life to all who hold fast to it. W e celebrate
God’s power in the world described by the Jewish mys-
tics as a tree rooted in Heaven with its branches spread-
ing throughout the world. W e also celebrate humanity,
God’s tree in the Garden which is the earth and the fruits
that each of us brings forth through our involvement in
this world, reaching out to others and to God, even as
we do our part to help others and perform acts of
justice in this world.

I hope that you will make it a point this month to
head to the grocery store and pick up a fruit that you
have not yet had this year.  Try something new, or an
old favorite which evokes memories of years past.  And
before you eat it, take time to say a sheheheyanu prayer,
thanking The Source of All for that blessing.  Then, take
the sustenance which you have just taken in, and go out
into the world and do righteous work.  It is my prayer for
all of us that as we do so, we will remember that trees
come in many forms and that we share with God a bit
of “tree-ness” ourselves through the fruits that we have
to offer to others and ourselves, physical and spiritual
fruits, in this world and in the world to come.

It is a Tree of Life to those that hold fast to it
and whoever holds onto it is
happy.

The nature of Jewish family has changed in contemporary American society. W here we once assumed that a “Jewish
Family” meant that father, mother, and the 2.2 children would all be Jewish (and that the children would be biologically
related to both parents, for that matter), we now welcome many families where one, or more, member is either not
Jewish now or was not born Jewish. W e are, as American Jews, now in a place where we choose to celebrate the

Rabbi James,
I have noticed that it is awfully quiet in the sanctuary

during services.  In my observant community where I grew
up there were always young children running around the
sanctuary making noise.  Here, I often see people
standing by the door waiting to come back into
the service.  W hat’s the deal?

Sincerely,
Is Noise a Nuisance?

Dear Noise,
Thanks so much for your email.  I know that often

people in our community struggle with when to make noise,
get up to stretch or take a break from the service.  Each
synagogue has its own minhagim (customs) around poten-
tial distractions from the worship service and it can be tricky
to navigate them.  At the orthodox synagogue I davvened
(prayed) at during college, you would regularly find dozens
of children running around the full sanctuary making noise.
This was an accepted part of their worship service.  At my
father’s synagogue, it is customary to wait until people are
standing to reenter the synagogue after stepping outside;

here at TBS, the custom is exactly
the opposite! What is a yid to do?
     In general, Judaism does not
place a lot of value on silence.  A
story is told of the Baal Shem Tov
(the founder of Hasidism), who
was leading services on the High

Holy Days.  During the silent portion of the amidah,
a child began to recite the alef-bet loudly, disturbing

the other worshipers.  As people became more unruly
toward this child, the Baal Shem Tov pulled him up onto
the bima and asked him to pray the alef-bet on behalf of
the congregation.  At the conclusion of the boy’s prayers,
the Baal Shem Tov announced that the prayers of this child
had been heard by God on high.

This story comes to remind us of the importance of
welcoming and caring for one another.  W hile we have
customs and norms within our community, we must be
flexible enough to meet the needs of our entire congrega-
tion.  In acting as a holy community, we strive to care for
every person as a member of our TBS family.  For some
that means being mindful of times when silence is a virtue.
For others it is about having some rahmanes (compassion)
when they step out and come back into the sanctuary, or
for children who lift their voices up in prayer in ways that
we don’t understand.

We should welcome all that noise in the midst of our
silence, because we never know what prayers God is
listening to at that moment.
