Dear ngue Twisted,

Laston hara is one of the most important values in Jev-
ish tadition and means ‘®ul speech.” It is part of a
series of Javish \alues surounding the ethics of speedch
and how we treat other people. Lafon hara is a
serios problem and in some cases is equivalent within
Jaevish bw to muder! Many people don't undersand
the power that words have. The rabbis ®ll us that the
entire world was aeated though God’s gpeech. Be-
cause of that tiadition Jevs are told to be incredibly
mindful that words can rurt. Some of the laws rlated
to ethics of speedh include:

You may not call a person by a derogatory nick-
name, or by any other embarassing name, even if he is
ued to it.

You may not refer someone to another person for

assistance when you know the other person cannot

help (in other words, it’s a violation of Javish bw to give
someone the run-aiournd!).

You may not offer a person a gift or invite a person
to dinner if you krow that the person will not accept.

Rablol

You may not say disparaging things or gossip about
someone, even if the thirgs being said are true

You may not conplain to another party about the
actions d a thid party (in ather words, you mug peak
directly to the person to address a conplaint as op-
posed to talking about it behind their back)

You may not conpliment a person if you do not

mean it W hat you heard would have been catego-
rized as rahil— or tale-beaing. This is condlered to be
the most serious form of /asfon hara.
If you hear people gpeaking in that way, | want to en-
courage you to practice another important Jevish \alue
of educating your reighbor and remind them that lasfon
hara is a very serious violation of Jevish bw. Taking the
time to encourage one another 1o leave evil speech at
the door will help us maintain that sacred sense of our
commnunity and create a fuller Javish lie where we live
the values we preach and teach to our children.
