The four pedes wsed in the luav are mentioned in
the torah by name. In Llewticus 23:40 we read, “On
the first day you shall take the product of hadar trees,
branches of palm tees boughs o leafy trees, and wil-
lows of the brook, and you stall rejoice before Adonay
your God sven days.” This pants lected are plentiful
in the land of Isiael and none of the plants gow in
areas of drought; each needs b be noutished to grow
jug as we need o be noutished spiritually.

My favoriite midrashabout the lukyv relates the four
components b the various parts o the human body.
The palm is lorg and straight jug as thke hurman back.
The myrtle leaves are short and oval shaped like the
eyes The willow leaves are long and slender like the
human lips. And the etrog is round and placed in the
cente like the human heart In pulling the four eces
together in the luv and etrog, we show our commit
mert to “praying with our eet” and using our entire bod-
ies in service of bettering the world.
